
A total of 17 local bus services in the Hobsonôs Bay/
Wyndham area have been under review since early 2008 
and recommendations are to be implemented in 2010.  
These routes service a number of key destinations including 
Wyndham Vale, Werribee, Werribee South, Tarneit, Point 
Cook, Hoppers Crossing, Truganina, Laverton North, 
Seabrook, Altona and Altona Meadows.

The recommendations resulting from the bus review have 
been based on a detailed understanding of the current 
demographic and socio-economic conditions in the bus 
review, a technical appraisal of existing bus routes and 
consultation with the local community.
More than 70 members of the local community participated 
in the review by attending a workshop or by making a 
written submission.

Stage 1 priority recommendations to be implemented 
in early 2010
Å New services in Manor Lakes that provide simpliýed, 

direct and consistent route structures
Å New service to improve coverage to Wyndham Vale 

West and connect Wyndham Vale with Manor Lakes, 
Werribee Plaza and Werribee Railway Station

Å Improve Tarneit services by extending to growth areas
Å New services to Sayers Road, linking directly with 

Hoppers Crossing, Werribee Plaza and Werribee 
Railway Station

Å Improve the service between Werribee Railway Station 
and Westleigh Gardens

Å Provide a simpliýed 2-way service to the South Ring 
Road area

Å Improve the Werribee South service to Werribee 
Mansion and Zoo through improved frequency  
and the introduction of a Sunday service

Å New service to areas of Point Cook not currently serviced 
via Boardwalk boulevard, connecting Hoppers Crossing 
to Point Cook (south and west)

Å New service to the Laverton North Industrial area  
on a trial basis

Å Improve span of hours and increase weekend services 
within the City of Wyndham

Information on bus Safety?   
Å Buses are the safest form of motor vehicle travel in 

Australia. While every serious injury or fatality that 
occurs on or around a bus is tragic; it is important to 
recognise they are relatively very few in number.

Å The Australian Transport Safety Bureau report on 
Bus Safety in 2001 found that buses caused only 
1% of the 17, 840 road fatalities between 1990 and 
1998.

Å Out of 300 bus related fatalities to have occurred 
during this period, 1/3 was pedestrian related, 1/3 
were occupants in other vehicles and 1/3 were 
bus occupants. This averages to 10 bus occupant 
related fatalities per year, 42 out of 100 bus 
occupants were killed in Queensland alone.

Å With more than one billion passenger trips on buses 
every year in Australia, the odds of a passenger 
fatality are currently a remote 1 in 100 million.

Å The Institute of Transport Studies at Sydney 
University showed that travel on a school bus is 
7 times safer than in the family car, 31 times safer 
than walking and 228 times safer than riding a 
bike.
