An ideal initiative go to www.ride2school.com.au
BRT service would be expected to include most
of the following features:

» Bus only, grade separation or at grade exclusive
right of way

» High frequency all day services, with some at peak
times running express between indentified locations
(shopping precincts, rail stations)

« Off bus fare collection and ticketing, smart card cash
less ticketing

» Level boarding meeting all DDA requirements, with
assistance by staff provided as required to passengers
with high level mobility, sensory or cognitive
challenges.

» Bus priority, extension of green time or activation
of the green light at signalised intersections upon
detection of an approaching bus

* Vehicles with tram like characteristics, such

as bi-articulated buses and guided buses. ] S i
Bus Rapid Transit is significantly cheaper to build,

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WYNCabs Shared Transport
Service

WYNCabs is available for people over 60 years of age,
with a mobility challenge and/or hold a pension concession
card. The service provides a door to door share taxi to
Werribee Plaza and operates weekly on Tuesday and
Thursday. Prospective passengers contact the transport
connections coordinator to become a registered passenger
and to receive service information. Following their first
booking, passengers are then able to book and arrange
their own travel independently with the taxi operators
dedicated call centre number and staff.

13CABS is the taxi operator that provides the service
through the Advanced Cab Booking Service. For

WYNTrans Transport Information

WYNTrans principal objective is to provide a
central “One Stop Shop” approach in providing information
and resources on public transport services, concessions,
benefits and options for the Wyndham community. Many
thanks to Metlink for their ongoing support and assistance
with brochures and information. There are 22 WYNTrans
Displays, with new display sites established at; Centrelink,
Manor Lakes Shopping Centre, Wyndham Community
Health Centre and Wilmington & West Werribee
Community Centres.

The WYNTrans Transport Information Displays have been
in place for twelve months in July. An evaluation of the
WYNTrans project will be undertaken in August.

Sanctuary Lakes Public
